Include the information that you have about when the defendant was apprehended or turned
themselves into authorities.

If there is additional information you would like the Judge to have please include that on a
separate piece of paper.

Surety is responsible for any costs associated with the defendant being extradited,
apprehended, or transported. Court staff will verify these costs and present them to the court
at the time of the hearing.
